ROMANS LESSON 11

Papyrus P10 (shown right) “displays the handwriting
of a student learning to write Greek” and was found
in an ancient trash dump in Oxyrhynchus, Egypt. It
was tied up with a contract that dates to A.D. 316,
making this papyrus the earliest existing manuscript
we have containing Romans 1:1-7.
